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PURPOSE:
The purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines for communicating with external agencies and organizations, if needed.

POLICY/PROCEDURE:
1. Any inquiries from governmental agencies, consumer advocates groups, reporters and the media will be handled initially by the Medical Director.

2. The Medical Director will consult with the facility owners before providing any response or information to the above parties.

3. Requests/subpoenas by lawyers for charts are reviewed by the physician and then handled by the Compliance Officer.

4. The administration addresses relationships with competing healthcare organizations to avoid antitrust and restraint of trade concerns.
